Thirty years later, the issues women face in Sunday on the Rocks are still relevant today. 

According to style leaders, 90s fashion trends are back, too. Using styles that bridge this three-decade 

divide will help today’s audience see how much has changed – and how much has not – since 1994. I 
draw on personal photographs and fashion publications from the past and today to create looks that do 

not appear out of place in either time period. My costumes will also help the characters feel comfortable 

in their own space. With each scene, Elly, Gayle, and Jen will remove a layer of clothing. This change 
will demonstrate not only the increasing outdoor temperature and level of intoxication but also how the 

women reveal deeper truths to each other, as their bodies become more visible. Clothing colors will 

progress from bright and saturated to lighter and duller, increasing emphasis on character’s selves 
rather than the façade they show the world. Moreover, the women will discard their layers on the set, 

conveying how they seize agency and claim space for themselves during this Sunday on the rocks.
